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Location 

7th Avenue between 81st Street and 92nd Street; a residential area of Bay

Retail uses along the 86th' Street corridor 

86th Street to Poly Place is lined with recreational (Dyker Beach Golf 
Course), educational (Poly Prep, a private K-12 school), and institutional 
(Victory Memorial Hospital, Fort Hamilton Army base) facilities ,•,. 
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'MarkingsII Signs-Traffic Control 
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Existing: 7th Avenue, Bay Ridge 
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Accommodates all users with new roadway design 
Improves pedestrian and motorist safety and calms traffic 
Improves bicycle access by connecting to existing bike routes 

Remove one travel lane in each direction 
Install painted median to narrow affective width of roadway 
Add left tum bays at key intersections 
Add Class 2 bike lanes in both directions, connecting with bike master plan 
route at 81 st Street to the north, and a Class 2 bike lane on Cropsey Avenue to 
the south 
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
